




Tim Rice, lyrics
Tim Rice has worked in music, theatre, and films since 1965 when he met Andrew
Lloyd Webber, a fellow struggling songwriter. Rather than pursue Tim’s ambitions
to write rock or pop songs they turned their attention to Andrew’s obsession –
musical theatre. Their first collaboration was based on the life of Dr. Thomas
Barnardo, the Victorian philanthropist, The Likes of Us. Their next three works
together were much more successful – Joseph and the Amazing Technicolor
Dreamcoat, Jesus Christ Superstar and Evita.

Tim has since worked with other distinguished popular composers such as Elton
John (The Lion King, Aida), Alan Menken (Aladdin, King David, Beauty and the
Beast), Björn Ulvaeus and Benny Andersson (Chess), and Stuart Brayson (From
Here to Eternity). He has also written with Freddie Mercury, Burt Bacharach and
Rick Wakeman among others.

Andrew Lloyd Webber, music
Andrew Lloyd Webber has composed the scores of some of the world’s most
famous musicals. His shows have run continuously in London’s West End for 50
years and ran for 43 uninterrupted years on Broadway.

When the original Sunset Boulevard joined School of Rock, CATS and The
Phantom of the Opera, he equalled Rodgers & Hammerstein’s record of four
shows running simultaneously on Broadway. He is one of the select group of
artists with EGOT status, having received Emmy, Grammy, Oscar and Tony
Awards.

Tim founded his own cricket team in 1973, which has now played over 750 matches, and was president of MCC,
founded in 1789, in 2002. He crops up here and there in all branches of the media, drawing on his extensive
knowledge of the history of popular music.

As an EGOT, he is one of only 17 people in the world to have won an Emmy, Grammy, Oscar and Tony award, was
knighted by HM Queen Elizabeth II in 1994, and is the proud owner of a boxer dog and two dozen chickens.

Lloyd Webber owns six London theatres, including the iconic London Palladium and Theatre Royal Drury Lane.
Reopened in July 2021, the latter was completely restored and renovated at a cost of over £60 million. This was
one of the biggest projects ever undertaken by a private theatre owner in recent times. His mantra is that every
penny of profit made from his theatres is ploughed back into the buildings for their conservation and
development.

Lloyd Webber is passionate about the importance of musical education and diversity in the arts. Andrew Lloyd
Webber Foundation provides 30 performing arts scholarships every year for talented students with financial
need, and supports a range of projects such as the Music In Secondary Schools Trust (MiSST).

In academic year September 2025-26, 14,885 children are being given free musical tuition and instruments as part
of MiSST’s Andrew Lloyd Webber Programme. The Foundation also commissions research into diversity in theatre.

Andrew Lloyd Webber has composed music for globally significant moments. Most recently, he was asked to
compose “Make a Joyful Noise,” the anthem for the Coronation of King Charles III.

Andrew Lloyd Webber was knighted in 1992, created an honorary life peer in 1997, and made a Knight Companion
of the Most Noble Order of the Garter by King Charles III in 2024. He is the only person in the arts ever granted
this personal honor by a monarch.

After being sold into slavery by his brothers, he ingratiates himself with Egyptian noble Potiphar, but ends up in
jail after refusing the amorous advances of Potiphar’s wife. While imprisoned, Joseph discovers his ability to
interpret dreams, and he soon finds himself in front of the mighty but troubled, Elvis-inspired, Pharaoh.
Joseph’s solution to Egypt’s famine elevates him to Pharaoh’s right-hand man and reunites him with his family.

The magical musical is full of catchy songs in a variety of styles, from a parody of French ballads (“Those Canaan
Days”), to country-western (“One More Angel in Heaven”) and calypso (“Benjamin Calypso”), along with the
unforgettable classics “Any Dream Will Do” and “Close Every Door.” Appropriate for all audiences and groups,
Joseph is performed hundreds of times a year by schools across North America, the U.K. and around the world.

Why Joseph? Well, we know that it’s A ZURE hit! What else could it be – music by Andrew Lloyd Webber, lyrics by
Tim Rice, and a FAWN-tastic cast, crew, and production team joined for the first time by our PEACH-y keen youth
choirs from St. Pat’s Fine Arts and St Paul elementary schools, you can CHOC(OLATE) this one up to a show that will
be remembered GREY-tly. This musical has it all, brought to life by a wonderful ensemble of people (and let me tell
you, ensemble shows are pretty entertaining, even if others would tell you otherwise – you see, people sometimes
just see the world in such a drab palette and have absolutely no taste)!

Joseph and the Amazing Technicolor
Dreamcoat promises to bring an amazing story to life once again at CCH. At its core is another heartfelt show about
one’s family and finding your place in the world. As Tim Rice said in the foreword of our script: “[…] the show is at its
freshest and funniest when performed by those for whom it was written – children.” This year’s show is framed
around this idea, using the imagination of children telling the story of Joseph and his Amazing Technicolor
Dreamcoat to bring our production to life. This show has heart, brains, BROWN, and a few jokes here and there that
should be WHITE up your alley.

ORANGE you glad you made it to the end of this, or maybe the colour puns didn’t win you OCHRE? Hopefully they
didn’t leave a SCAR(LET) or RUB(Y) you the wrong way, because you should leave this show feeling and dreaming
big.
